7.3. SCANNING
Criminal Responsibility

1. Criminal law is a branch of law that deals with crimes committed by in-
dividuals against the state or society as a whole, rather than disputes between
individuals. Criminal law defines criminal offenses, sets out punishments for
those offenses, and establishes a legal system for prosecuting and punishing in-
dividuals who commit criminal acts. The primary aims of criminal law are to
maintain public order, protect society from harm, and deter others from engaging
in criminal activities.

2. When a legislature decides that certain conduct is socially dangerous, such
conduct is labeled a “crime” and is made punishable by sanctions such as fines
and imprisonment. All crimes are identified in statutes enacted by a legislature
or another authorized body. Criminal statutes describe the type of conduct that
has been deemed a crime, the intent required, and the proper punishment.

3. Criminal law exists in the form of substantive law and rules of procedure.
Substantive criminal law deals with the definitions of various crimes that are cov-
ered by the criminal code, while procedural law is concerned with the prosecution
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of said crimes. Procedural law may also include sentencing recommendations
that are designed to be used in the event that a person is convicted of committing
a crime.

4. Essential elements of a crime. Under principles of criminal law, a pros-
ecutor is usually required to prove the following elements of a criminal offence
(aka ‘corpus delicti’):

— guilty act (actus reus): a physical act or unlawful omission by the defend-
ant;

— guilty mind (mens rea): the state of mind, or intent, of the defendant at the
time of the act;

— concurrence of actus reus and mens rea;

— causation: the defendant’s act must be a proximate cause of the resulting
harm;

— harmful result: a harmful result caused by a defendant’s act.

5. Actus reus. Every criminal statute prohibits certain behavior. Most crimes
require an act of commission; that is, a person must do something in order to be
accused of a crime. One requirement of criminal act is that the defendant per-
forms it voluntarily. In other words, the defendant must control the act.

6. In some instances, an act of omission can be a crime, but only when a
person has a legal duty to perform the omitted act. The criminal law may impose
a duty to act under a variety of circumstances:

— statutory duty to perform specified acts; thus, failure to perform those acts,
by definition, constitutes an offense; for instance, misprision of treason, failure
to file a tax return or failure to register for military service;

— duty imposed by an express contract; for example, swimming pool life-
guards may be responsible for those in their care;

— duty arising from a person’s status in his relationship with somebody else,
such as parent-to-child, spouse-to-spouse, and master-to-servant;

— duty arising from voluntary assumption of care; for instance, a passerby
who offers assistance to an accident victim must proceed with due caution and
care in rendering that aid;

— duty arising from creation of a risk of harm; for example, a person who is
driving recklessly and causes an accident has a duty to help anyone injured by
his actions.

7. Mens rea. In order to distinguish between inadvertent acts and acts per-
formed with a “guilty mind” under common law rules, intent is usually required.
There are four different types of mens rea. Listed in order of culpability they are:
intentionally, knowingly, recklessly, and negligently.

8. An exception to the requirement of a criminal intent element is strict lia-
bility. Strict liability offences have no intent element. The rationale for strict lia-
bility crimes is the protection of the public’s health, safety, and welfare. Thus,
strict liability offences are often vehicle code or tax code violations, mandating a
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
